Pursuant to Article 58b, UCMJ,  automatic forfeitures of all pay and allowances of pay grade E-1 shall apply from DD Month YYYY until the accused is released from confinement.  On the date the accused is released from confinement, remaining adjudged forfeitures shall apply.

[**Sentence includes more than 6 months confinement, no forfeitures or less than 6 months confinement and a punitive discharge no forfeitures**]
5.  Effective date of Reduction and Forfeitures; Effect of Automatic Forfeitures:  Pursuant to Article 57, UCMJ, the accused shall be reduced to pay grade E-1 effective DD Month YYYY.   Pursuant to Article 58b, UCMJ, automatic forfeitures of all pay  and allowances of pay grade E-1 shall apply from DD Month YYYY  until the accused is released from confinement.  On the date the accused is released from confinement, remaining adjudged  forfeitures shall apply.

[**Sentence includes no punitive discharge, less than 6 months confinement, reduction, and forfeitures**]
5.  Effective Date of Reduction and Forfeitures; Effect of Automatic Forfeitures:  Pursuant to Article 57, UCMJ, the accused shall be reduced to pay grade E-1 and adjudged forfeitures shall apply effective DD Month YYYY.

[**Sentence includes no punitive discharge, less than 6 months confinement, and reduction**]
5.  Effective Date of Reduction:  Pursuant to Article 57, UCMJ, the accused shall be reduced to pay grade E-1 effective DD Month YYYY.

[**Sentence includes no punitive discharge and less than 6 months confinement and forfeitures**]
5.  Effective Date of Forfeitures:  Pursuant to Article 57, UCMJ, the adjudged forfeitures shall apply effective DD Month YYYY.

[**Accused is beyond EAS**]
5.  Effective Date of Reduction and Forfeitures; Effect of Automatic Forfeitures:  Pursuant to Article 57, UCMJ, the accused shall be reduced to pay grade E-1 effective DD Month YYYY; however, automatic forfeitures do not apply because the accused is in a no pay due status because he is beyond his EAS.
