Summary of the National Defense Authorization Act

For Fiscal Year 2003

The following is a summary of the provisions of the National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) for FY 03.  The purposes of the Act are to authorize appropriations for FY03 for military activities of DoD, including military construction, to prescribe personnel strengths for the Armed Forces for FY03, and for other related purposes.  This summary of the Act highlights provisions of particular interest to the United States Marine Corps.

This summary is offered to the Marine Corps community, and should not be considered a legal analysis of the entire Act.  Any provisions of interest should be cross-referenced with the Section of the Act, as well as any applicable sections of the United States Code.  This summary should not be construed as the official position of the Marine Corps or relied upon without reference to the NDAA, the United States Code, or any other body of law referred to herein.

The Act is organized by divisions, titles, subtitles, and sections.  To clarify the Act's numerous provisions, this summary has been divided as follows:

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The NDAA for FY 03 became law on 2 December 2003.  The NDAA text is over 500 pages.  HQMC, Judge Advocate Division condensed items of particular interest to the Marine Corps into this summary of 68 pages.

The FY 03 NDAA implements the following items of particular importance to the Marine Corps:

APPROPRIATIONS

Authorizes $1,355,491,000 for Marine Corps procurement, and $1,170,750,000 for Navy and Marine Corps procurement of ammunition (Section 102).
RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT

Allocates $4,000,000 for requirements development for the Navy’s Littoral Combat Ship (LCS)(Section 218).
Establishes a DoD Test Resource Management Center (Section 231).
Directs SecDef to carry out a program for the development of fuel cell technology for DoD vehicles (Section 245).
Directs SecDef to carry out a defense nanotechnology research and development program, to ensure United States superiority in nanotechnology necessary for national security (Section 246).
OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE

Authorizes $3,559,636,000 for Marine Corps Operation and Maintenance (O&M) funding, and $189,532,000 for Marine Corps Reserve O&M (Section 301).
Exempts members of the Armed Forces from the prohibition against the incidental taking of migratory birds when members are engaged in authorized training activities (Section 315).
Allows SecDef to enter into contracts with food manufacturers to provide certain products in “Navy Exchange Markets” overseas in addition to commissaries, in order to provide supplemental food and nutrition education to active duty and civilian government employees stationed outside the United States and its territories (Section 324).
Allows SecNav to contract out any increased security guard requirements at military installations due to the events of 11 September 2001 (Section 332).
Directs SecDef to provide summer school programs in overseas areas on the same financial basis as programs offered during the regular school year (Section 343).
Directs SecDef to develop a comprehensive plan for addressing training constraints caused by limitations on the use of military lands, marine areas and airspace, including a training range inventory for each of the military services (Section 366).  

MILITARY PERSONNEL AUTHORIZATIONS

Increases Marine Corps active duty end strength by 2,400, to a total of 175,000 (Section 401).
Authorizes SecDef to increase the authorized active duty end strength by 3 percent in the national interest (Section 403).
Increases the maximum number of Marine Corps lieutenant generals from 16.2 to 17.5 percent of the Marine Corps general officers on active duty (Section 404).
Increases the authorized strength of Marine Corps colonels on active duty by 40 (Section 406).

MILITARY PERSONNEL POLICY

Extends to 31 December 2004 SecDef’s authority to waive the requirement of significant joint experience as a qualification for appointment as the Chief of the Army, Navy, Air Force or Marine Corps Reserve (Section 501).
Establishes a Legislative Assistant to CMC, to be served by an officer above the rank of colonel (Section 504).
Authorizes SecDef to reduce from three to two years the time a commissioned officer above major or lieutenant commander must have served on active duty in that grade in order to be eligible for voluntary retirement (Section 505).
Establishes three major enlistment incentives, including a $5,000 enlistment bonus, repayment of up to $18,000 in college debt and receipt of educational assistance at a variable rate from 12 to 36 months (Section 531).

Authorizes members who enlist in the reserve delayed training program to remain in that program for one year, vice the previous limit of 270 days (Section 533).

Directs SecDef to carry out four quadrennial surveys to identify and assess racial, ethnic, and gender issues and discrimination among members of the Armed Forces, including the extent of any “hate group” activity (Section 561).

Requires SecDef to submit a report to the Committees on Armed Services on the desirability and feasibility of consolidating the separate Army, Navy, and Air Force courses of basic instruction for judge advocates into a single course to be conducted at a single location (Section 582).

COMPENSATION AND BENEFITS

Increases in basic pay effective 1 January 2003 are reflected in Section 601.

Authorizes doubling the amount of basic allowance for subsistence to enlisted members who are assigned to single quarters without adequate availability of meals (Section 603).

Authorizes the service secretaries to pay a monthly incentive pay of up to $1,500 to members serving in designated assignments, pursuant to a contract between the member and the Secretary concerned (Section 616).

Increases the maximum rates for prior service enlistments bonuses, summarized in Section 617.

Authorizes SecDef to waive the statute of limitations for claims involving uniformed service members' pay, allowances, travel, transportation and payments for unused accrued leave, retired pay, and survivor benefits (Section 635).

Authorizes additional compensation for military retirees who incurred a qualifying combat-related disability (Section 636).

Authorizes SecDef to pay interest on student loans of service members for three years during their first term of service (Section 651).

ACQUISITION POLICY AND MANAGEMENT

Authorizes SecDef to waive the requirement for survivability and lethality tests for covered weapon(s) programs if he determines that live-fire testing of such system or program would be unreasonably expensive (Section 818).

DoD ORGANIZATION AND MANAGEMENT

Creates the position of Under Secretary of Defense for Intelligence, appointed from civilian life by the President (Section 901).

Directs that one of the Assistant Secretaries of Defense shall be the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Homeland Defense (Section 902).

Requires the commander of the United States Joint Forces Command to outline a plan for the development of a joint national training concept and joint training complex (Section 924).

Increases the authorized number of Deputy Commandants of the Marine Corps from five to six (Section 934).

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Establishes uniform standards throughout DoD for exposure of personnel to pecuniary liability for loss of Government property (Section 1006).

Directs the Naval Inspector General to perform periodic audits to identify potentially fraudulent, improper and abusive uses of purchase cards, and to provide for appropriate adverse personnel actions or other punishment (Section 1007).

Authorizes SecDef to deduct and withhold the basic pay of a DoD employee or member of the Armed Forces any amount that is owed by the employee or member to a creditor by reason of one or more charges of expenses of official travel on a Defense travel card (Section 1008).

Directs SecNav to conduct an assessment of the feasibility of the expedited equipping of a Navy ship in active or inactive service with a version of the 155-millimeter Advanced Gun System (Section 1023).

The Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition, Technology, and Logistics shall submit to Congress a report on DoD initiatives to increase the number of operational days of Navy ships without increasing the number of Navy ships or increasing the routine lengths of deployments above six months (Section 1024).

Directs SecDef to request the National Academy of Sciences to conduct a study and prepare a report on the short and long-term effects on the surrounding civilian populations of the use by the United States of a nuclear earth penetrator weapon (Section 1033).

Authorizes SecDef to pay a monetary reward up to $200,000 to a person providing beneficial assistance to the Armed Forces operating outside the United States against international terrorism (Section 1065).

OTHER MATTERS

Directs the President to submit to Congress a report on the feasibility and advisability of conducting combined operational training with, and exchanges of general and flag officers between, the Armed Forces of the United States and the military forces of Taiwan (Section 1210).

Directs SecDef to develop a comprehensive plan to improve the preparedness of military installations for preventing and responding to terrorist attacks (Section 1402).

PROVISIONS OF SPECIAL INTEREST TO THE USMC

Division A (DoD Authorizations)

Title I - Procurement

Subtitle A - Authorization of Appropriations

Section 102 (Navy & Marine Corps):  Authorizes $8,979,275,000 for Navy procurement of aircraft; $2,375,349,000 for Navy procurement of weapons; $9,111,023,000 for Navy procurement of shipbuilding and conversion; and $4,494,754,000 for other Navy procurement.  Authorizes $1,355,491,000 for Marine Corps procurement.  Authorizes $1,170,750,000 for Navy and Marine Corps procurement of ammunition.  

Section 104 (Defense-Wide Activities):  Authorizes $3,691,604,000 for Defense-wide procurement.  

Section 107 (Defense Health Programs):  Authorizes $278,742,000 for DoD health programs.

Subtitle E – Other Programs

Section 142 (Report on Unmanned Aerial Vehicle Systems):  Requires SecDef to submit a report to Congress no later than 1 January 2003 describing the operational, infrastructure and acquisition requirements for unmanned aerial vehicle systems.

Section 143 (Global Information Grid System):  Prevents obligation of funds for this system until SecDef submits to congressional defense committees a plan that ensures information transmitted within the system is secure and protected from unauthorized access.              

Title II - Research, Development, Test, and Evaluation

Subtitle A - Authorization of Appropriations

Section 201 (Authorization of Appropriations):  Authorizes $13,244,164,000 for Navy research, development, test and evaluation.  Also authorizes $17,970,653,000 for Defense-wide activities, of which $311,554,000 is authorized for the Director of Operational Test and Evaluation. 

Section 202 (Amount for Basic and Applied Research):  Of the amount authorized in section 201, $10,384,658,000 is available for basic research, applied research projects and advanced technology development projects.

Subtitle B – Program Requirements, Restrictions, and Limitations

Section 212 (Extension of Requirements Relating to Management Responsibility for Naval Mine Countermeasures Programs):  Requires the Joint Requirements Oversight Council (JROC) to carry out title 10 responsibilities regarding the Secretary of the Navy Naval Mine Countermeasures (MCM) plan. The amendment would also require the Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition, Technology and Logistics (USD(AT&L)) to submit a notification to the congressional defense committees if the Navy intends to change the plan and budget that have been certified and submitted to Congress. 

Section 218 (Littoral Combat Ship Program):  Allocates $4,000,000 of the Navy funds listed in Section 201 for program element 0603563N, relating to Ship Concept Advanced Design, for requirements development for the Littoral Combat Ship (LCS).  Requires SecNav to submit to the congressional defense committees a report containing a milestone plan and schedule.  The Secretary of the Navy may not obligate any funds for the construction of an LCS until after the Secretary submits this report.  The conferees expect the JROC and the Navy to specifically deal with a number of concerns in fulfilling the requirements in the LCS provision. These include: 

(1) Assessing the extent to which unmanned systems could be capable of completing the missions instead of a manned LCS vessel. 

(2) Identifying the threat or threats that have negated the Navy's previous investments in multi-mission ships and made the missions of anti-submarine warfare, anti-surface warfare, and anti-mine warfare ‘too risky’ for these ships.  

(3) Determining the level of support from other combatants and auxiliaries that LCS vessels will require, and whether this will lead to altered planning assumptions for sizing the force.  

(4) Identifying the appropriate level of helicopter support in the baseline LCS vessel.  

(5) Assessing the implications of using and supporting non-marinized systems (such as the Army’s OH-58D) as component capabilities on LCS vessels.   

(6) Identifying whether there are changes in tactics and procedures which the Navy could apply to current platforms and concepts of operations that would accomplish the envisioned LCS missions, without putting additional pressure on an already underfunded ship acquisition plan. 

(7) Assessing the assignment of LCS-unique missions to the U.S. Coast Guard, close allies, or coalition partners.  

Subtitle C – Ballistic Missile Defense

Section 225 (References to New Name for Ballistic Missile Defense Organization):  Changes the name of the Ballistic Missile Defense Organization to the Missile Defense Agency.

Subtitle D – Improved Management of Department of Defense Test and Evaluation Facilities

Section 231 (Department of Defense Test Resource Management Center):  Creates 10 USC §196, establishing a DoD Test Resource Management Center.  The Center shall be headed by a lieutenant general or vice admiral as Director, and shall have a Deputy Director selected from senior civilian officers by SecDef.  The Director is responsible for reviewing and providing oversight of proposed DoD budgets and expenditures for the test and evaluation facilities and resources of the Major Range and Test Facility Base of DoD.  Also requires the Director to complete a strategic plan every two fiscal years reflecting DoD needs with respect to test and evaluation facilities and resources.

Subtitle E – Other Matters

Section 243 (Defense Acquisition Challenge Program):  Creates 10 USC §2359b, directing SecDef (acting through the Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition, Technology and Logistics) to carry out a program to provide opportunities for the increased introduction of innovative and cost-saving technology in acquisition programs of the Department of Defense.  The program shall provide any person or activity within or outside DoD with the opportunity to propose alternatives at the component, subsystem, or system level of an existing DoD acquisition program that would result in improvements in performance, affordability, manufacturability, or operational capability of that acquisition program.  The Secretary may not carry out the Challenge Program under this section after September 30, 2007.

Section 245 (Vehicle Fuel Cell Program):  SecDef shall carry out a program for the development of fuel cell technology for DoD vehicles.  The program shall include development of technologies necessary to address critical issues with respect to vehicle fuel cells, such as issues relating to hydrogen storage and hydrogen fuel infrastructure.  Initial funding of $10,000,000 shall be allocated from “defense-wide” budget in Section 201.

Section 246 (Defense Nanotechnology Research and Development Program):  SecDef shall carry out a defense nanotechnology research and development program, to ensure the United States global superiority in nanotechnology necessary for meeting national security requirements.  One of the purposes of the program is to accelerate the transition and deployment of technologies derived from nanoscale research into the Armed Forces.  Requires annual reports to be filed on 1 March 2004-2007 by the Director of Defense Research and Engineering.

Section 248 (Four-Year Extension Of Authority Of The Director Of The Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency (DARPA) To Award Prizes For Advanced Technology Achievements And Additional Authority Of Military Departments And Defense Agencies To Award 
Prizes For Achievements In Promoting Education:  Creates 10 USC §2374b, which authorizes the Secretaries of the military departments and heads of defense agencies to carry out a program to award cash prizes in recognition of outstanding achievements that are designed to promote science, mathematics, engineering, or technology education in support of the mission of DoD.

Title III - Operation and Maintenance

Subtitle A - Authorization of Appropriations

Section 301 (Operation And Maintenance (O&M) Funding):  Authorizes the appropriation of $3,559,636,000 for Marine Corps O&M and $189,532,000 for Marine Corps Reserve O&M.  Authorizes $14,145,310,000 for Defense-wide activities.

Section 302 (Working Capital Funds):  Authorizes the appropriation of $387,156,000 for the Defense Working Capital Funds and $934,129,000 for the National Defense Sealift Fund.

Section 303 (Armed Forces Retirement Home):  Authorizes the appropriation of $69,921,000 for the operation of the Armed Forces Retirement Home.   

Subtitle B - Environmental Provisions

Section 312 (Single Point Of Contact For Policy And Budgeting Issues Regarding Unexploded Ordnance, Discarded Military Munitions, And Munitions Constituents):  Amends 10 USC §2701 by requiring SecDef to establish a program manager who shall serve as the single point of contact in DoD for policy and budgeting issues involving the characterization, remediation, and management of explosive and related risks with respect to unexploded ordnance, discarded military munitions, and munitions constituents at defense sites that pose a threat to human health or safety.  The authority may be delegated to the Secretaries of the military departments and to their respective Under Secretaries, but no further.

Section 313 (Authority To Carry Out Construction Projects For Environmental Responses):  Redesignates 10 USC §2707 as §2700, and creates new 10 USC §2707, authorizing SecDef or the Secretary of a military department to carry out an environmental restoration project if that Secretary determines that the project is necessary to carry out a response under 10 USC §2700, or under the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980 (CERCLA)(42 USC §9601).  Repeals 10 USC §2810.

Section 315 (Incidental Taking of Migratory Birds During Military Readiness Activities):  Exempts the Armed Forces from incidental takings of migratory birds under 16 USC §703.  The exemption applies only when the Armed Forces are engaged in military readiness activities authorized by SecDef or by the Secretaries of the military departments.  Provides for interim authority between enactment of the FY03 NDAA and publishing of the exemption in the Federal Register.  Allows for actions seeking judicial review of such exemption to be filed within 120 days after publishing in the Federal Register.

Subtitle C - Commissaries and Nonappropriated Fund Instrumentalities

Section 321 (Authority For Each Military Department To Provide Base Operating Support To Fisher Houses):  Amends 10 USC §2493(f), which previously directed SecNav to provide base operating support to Fisher Houses (homes located near a health care facility of the Army, Navy or Air Force which are available for use by patients and family members of patients of such facility).  The amended section now states that the Secretary of any military department may provide base operating support.

Section 323 (Uniform Funding and Management Support of Morale, Welfare, and Recreation Programs):  Creates 10 USC §2494, which allows funds appropriated to DoD and available for MWR programs to be treated as nonappropriated funds, and expended in accordance with laws applicable to the expenditure of such funds.  This applies only to the extent that the MWR program is authorized to receive appropriated fund support.  SecDef may also identify positions of employees in MWR programs whose status may be converted from an employee paid from appropriated funds to an employee paid from nonappropriated funds, with the employee’s consent.

Section 324 (Rebate Agreements Under the Special Supplemental Food Program):  Amends 10 USC §1060a (the Special Supplemental Food Program), which allows SecDef to provide supplemental food and nutrition education to active duty and civilian government employees stationed outside the United States and its territories.  The new amendment allows SecDef to enter into contracts with food manufacturers to provide certain products in “Navy Exchange Markets” overseas in addition to commissaries, and allows for an increased duration of such contracts (previously limited to one year) of up to three years.
Subtitle D – Workplace and Depot Issues

Section 332 (Temporary Authority For Contractor Performance of Security-Guard Functions to Meet Increased Requirements Since September 11, 2001):  Allows SecDef or the Secretary of a military department to enter into a contract for any increased requirements of security-guard functions at a military installation due to the events of September 11, 2001.  The Secretary concerned must determine that without the contract, members of the Armed Forces are or would be used to perform the increased security-guard functions, and that the recruiting and training standards for the personnel who are to perform the security-guard functions at the installation or facility under the contractor are comparable to the recruiting and training standards for the DoD security-guard personnel.  Authority under this provision terminates three years after enactment of this Act.

Subtitle E – Defense Dependents Education

Section 343 (Options For Funding Dependent Summer School Programs):  Amends 20 USC §921(d)(2), which previously charged SecDef with establishing fees for summer school programs in overseas areas based on family income.  The new provision states that the Secretary shall provide any summer school program on the same financial basis as programs offered during the regular school year.  However, SecDef may still charge reasonable fees for “all or portions of” summer school programs to the extent he deems appropriate.

Section 345 (Comptroller General Study Of Adequacy Of Compensation Provided For Teachers In The Department Of Defense Overseas Dependents’ Schools):  Amends subsection 354(b) of the FY02 NDAA by adding an additional consideration for the Comptroller General’s study.  The initial two considerations for the study ask whether the compensation is adequate for recruiting and retaining high quality teachers, and whether any revision of the Defense Department Overseas Teachers Pay and Personnel Practices Act is advisable.  The new consideration asks whether the process for setting teacher compensation is efficient and cost effective.  The deadline for the report is extended from 1 May 2002 to 31 December 2002.

Subtitle F-Information Technology

Section 353 (Installation And Connection Policy And Procedures Regarding Defense Switch Network):  Directs SecDef to establish uniform policies and procedures throughout the Department for the installation and connection of telecom switches (hardware or software designed to send and receive voice, data, or video signals across a network that provides customer voice, data, or video equipment access to the Defense Switch Network or public switched telecommunications networks to the Defense Switch Network).

Subtitle G – Other Matters

Section 364 (Condition On Authority Of Defense Security Service To Impose Fees On Fee-For-Service Basis):  SecDef may not authorize the Defense Security Service (DSS) to impose fees on a fee-for-service basis for the investigative services provided by DSS unless the Secretary certifies in advance to the Armed Services Committees that DSS has the financial systems in place to determine accurately the cost of such services.

Section 365 (Logistics Support And Services For Weapon Systems Contractors):  Allows the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) to provide services to weapon systems contractors on a reimbursable basis.  In accordance with 10 USC §2208(h), all revenues from such contracts will be credited to DLA accounts. The authority provided in this section shall expire on September 30, 2007.

Section 366 (Training Range Sustainment Plan, Global Status Of Resources And Training System, And Training Range Inventory):  
Requires SecDef to develop a comprehensive plan for addressing training constraints caused by limitations on the use of military lands, marine areas, and airspace; a plan to modify the Global Status of Resources and Training System to better reflect the impact of such training constraints; and a training range inventory for each of the military services.  As part of the preparation of the plan, the Secretary of Defense shall conduct an assessment of current and future training range requirements of the Armed Forces, and an evaluation of the adequacy of current Department of Defense resources (including virtual and constructive training assets as well as military lands, marine areas, and airspace available in the United States and overseas) 

to meet those current and future training range requirements.  SecDef shall develop and maintain a training range inventory 

for each of the Armed Forces to identify all available operational training ranges in order to identify all training capacities and capabilities at each training range, and to identify training constraints caused by limitations on the use of military lands, marine areas, and airspace at each training range.  SecDef shall submit an initial inventory to Congress at the same time as the President submits the budget for fiscal year 2004 and shall submit an updated inventory to Congress at the same time as the President submits the budget for fiscal years 2005 through 2008.

Section 369 (Expanded Eligibility For Loan, Gift, Or Exchange Of Documents, Historical Artifacts, And Condemned Or Obsolete Combat Materiel):  Amends 10 USC §2572, which authorizes the Secretary of a military department to lend or give documents, historical artifacts, and condemned or obsolete combat materiel not needed by a military department to municipal corporations, a servicemen's monument association, or a museum, historical society, or historical institution of a State or a foreign nation.  The amendment additionally authorizes a nonprofit military aviation heritage foundation or association incorporated in a State to receive such items.

Title IV - Military Personnel Authorizations

Subtitle A - Active Forces

Section 401 (End Strengths for Active Forces):  Establishes the following active-duty end strengths as of 30 September 2003:

Section 402 (Revision In Permanent End Strength Minimum Levels):  Amends 10 U.S.C. 691(b) to establish the following active duty end strength minimum levels:


Army:

Section 403 (Expanded Authority For Administrative Increases In Statutory Active-Duty End Strengths):  Amends 10 USC §115(c)(1), which states that upon determination by SecDef that such action is in the national interest, the Secretary may increase the end strength authorized for active-duty funded personnel.  The amendment increases the authorized increase from 2 to 3 percent of that end strength.  The amendment also creates subsection (f), which allows the Secretary of a military department to increase the end strength authorized for active-duty funded personnel by 2 percent, if the Secretary determines that such action would enhance manning and readiness in essential units or in critical specialties or ratings.  However, any such increase for a fiscal year will be counted against the 3 percent increase for that armed force authorized under subsection (c)(1).

Section 404 (General And Flag Officer Management):  Amends 10 USC §525(b), providing that an officer while serving in a position designated by SecDef as Senior Military Assistant to the Secretary of Defense, if serving in the grade of lieutenant general or vice admiral, is in addition to the number that otherwise would be permitted for that officer’s armed force for that grade.  Only one officer may be so designated.  The same subsection is further amended by increasing the maximum authorized number of Marine Corps lieutenant generals from 16.2 percent to 17.5 percent of the general officers of the Marine Corps on active duty.  The provision regarding the grade of the Senior Military Assistant to the Secretary of Defense will be effective on the date of receipt by Congress of the report on active duty and reserve general and flag officer authorizations.  The provisions regarding the number of lieutenant generals in the Marine Corps will be effective upon date of enactment.  SecDef shall submit to Congress a report containing any recommendations of the Secretary (together with the rationale of the Secretary for the recommendations) concerning revision of the limitations on general and flag officer grade authorizations and distribution in grade prescribed by sections 525, 526, and 12004 of title 10, United States Code and statutory designation of the positions and grades of additional general and flag officers in the commands specified in chapter 1006 of title 10, United States Code and the reserve component offices specified in sections 3038, 5143, 5144, and 8038 of such title.

Section 405 (Extension Of Certain Authorities Relating To Management Of Numbers Of General And Flag Officers In Certain Grades):  Extends to December 31, 2004, three expiring authorities relating to general and flag officer management. Those authorities provide for: the process by which the Secretary of Defense and Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff fill vacant senior joint four-star general and flag officer positions (10 USC §604(c); the exemption of the senior joint four-star general and flag officers appointed by that process from the general and flag officer limits that apply to the military services (10 USC §525(b)(5)(C)(2)); and the process by which the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff designates and fills 12 general and flag officer positions on the joint staff and 10 reserve component general and flag positions on the staffs of the commanders of the unified and specified commands (10 USC §526(b)(3).

Section 406 (Increase In Authorized Strengths For Marine Corps Officers On Active Duty In The Grade Of Colonel):  Amends 10 USC §523(a)(1), increasing by 40 the authorized strength for colonels on active duty in the Marine Corps.

Subtitle B - Reserve Forces

Section 411 (End Strengths for Selected Reserve):  Establishes the Marine Corps Reserve’s end strength at 39,558 (no change from FY02).  The end strengths for the Selected Reserve shall be proportionately reduced by the total authorized strength of units organized to serve as units of the Selected Reserve which are on active duty (other than for training) at the end of the fiscal year, and by the total number of individual members not in units organized to serve as units of the Selected Reserve who are on active duty (other than for training or for unsatisfactory participation in training) without their consent at the end of the fiscal year.

Section 412 (End Strengths for Reserves on Active Duty in Support of the Reserves): Establishes the end strength for Marine Corps Reserves on active duty in support of the Reserves at 2,261 (no change from FY02).

Subtitle C – Authorization of Appropriations
Section 421 (Authorization of Appropriations for Military Personnel):  Authorizes $93,829,525,000 to be appropriated to DoD for military personnel in FY03.

Title V - Military Personnel Policy

Subtitle A - Officer Personnel Policy

Section 501 (Extension Of Good-Of-The-Service Waiver Authority For Officers Appointed To A Reserve Chief Or Guard Director Position):  Extends to December 31, 2004 the authority of SecDef to waive the requirement for significant joint experience

as a qualification for appointment as the Chief of the Army,

Navy, Air Force, or Marine Corps Reserve or as Director of the

Army or Air National Guard.  Requires SecDef to report to Congress not later than May 1, 2003 the steps that he, together with the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs and the secretaries of the military departments, will take to ensure that Reserve and National Guard officers receive significant joint duty experience, and specifying the date by which no further extension of the waiver authority will be required.

Section 502 (Exclusion Of Certain Officers From Limitation On Authority To Grant A Waiver Of Required Completion Or Sequencing For Joint Professional Military Education):  Excludes officers nominated and selected for the joint specialty from counting against the 10-percent limitation on waivers of the required sequence of joint professional military education and joint duty assignment stated in 10 USC §661(c)(3)(D) who on December 28, 2001, met the requirements of section 661(c) of such title for nomination for the joint specialty, but who had not been nominated for that specialty before that date by the Secretary of the military department concerned, and before the date of the enactment of this Act was automatically nominated for the joint specialty as a result of section 661(b)(2) of such title.  This authority will expire on October 1, 2006.  In the case of officers in grades below brigadier general and rear admiral (lower half), the “10-percent limitation” restricts the total number of waivers granted during any fiscal year to 10 percent of the total number of officers in that pay grade selected for the joint specialty during that fiscal year.

Section 503 (Extension And Codification Of Authority For Recall Of Retired Aviators To Active Duty):  Creates 10 USC §688a, which permits the Secretary of a military department to order to active duty a retired officer having expertise as an aviator to fill staff positions normally filled by aviators on active duty.  Any such order may be made only with the consent of the officer ordered to active duty and in accordance with an agreement between the Secretary and the officer.  Extends to September 30, 2008 the temporary authority for recall of retired aviators to active duty.  No more than 500 officers may be on active duty at any time under this provision.

Section 504 (Grades For Certain Positions):  Creates 10 USC §5027, establishing a Chief of Legislative Affairs billet in the Department of the Navy.  An officer assigned to that position shall be an officer in the grade of rear admiral, and will perform legislative affairs functions as specified in 10 USC §5014(c)(1)(F).  Also creates 10 USC §5047, which establishes a Legislative Assistant to the Commandant of the Marine Corps, to be served by an officer above the rank of colonel.

Section 505 (Reinstatement Of Authority To Reduce Three-Year Time-In-Grade Requirement For Retirement In Grade For Officers In Grades Above Major And Lieutenant Commander):  10 USC §1370(a)(2) is reinstated, authorizing SecDef to authorize the Secretary of a military department to reduce from three to two years the time a commissioned officer above major or lieutenant commander must have served on active duty in that grade in order to be eligible for voluntary retirement.  This provision is effective during the period beginning on October 1, 2002, and ending on December 31, 2003.  The previous version expired on December 31, 2001.  The amendment requires advance notice to the Committees on Armed Services of the Senate and the House of Representatives of the exercise of this authority for officers retired in general or flag officer grades.

Section 506 (Authority To Require That An Officer Take Leave Pending Review Of A Recommendation For Removal By A Board Of Inquiry):  Creates 10 USC §1182(c)(2), which states that an officer as to whom a board of inquiry makes a recommendation that the officer not be retained on active duty may be required to take leave pending the completion of the officer’s case. The officer may be required to begin such leave at any time following the officer’s receipt of the report of the board of inquiry, including the board’s recommendation for removal from active duty, and the expiration of any period allowed for submission by the officer of a rebuttal to that report. The leave may be continued until the date on which action by the Secretary concerned on the officer’s case is completed or may be terminated at any earlier time.  Also creates 10 USC §707a, which provides that an officer who is required to take such leave and as a result incurs excess leave, and whose recommendation for removal from active duty in a report of a board of inquiry is not approved by the Secretary concerned, shall be paid for the period of leave charged as excess leave.

Subtitle B - Reserve Component Management 

Section 513 (Fiscal Year 2003 Funding For Military Personnel Costs Of Reserve Component Special Operations Forces Personnel Engaged In Humanitarian Assistance Activities Relating To Clearing Of Landmines):  Authorizes the expenditure of FY03 funds appropriated to a military department for reserve component personnel to reimburse military personnel expenses of Special Operations Forces of reserve components engaged in humanitarian demining training and activities, notwithstanding the $5,000,000 limit for humanitarian assistance specified in 10 USC §401(c)(1).  The amount of reserve component military personnel expenses incurred during fiscal year 2003 for landmine clearance assistance may not exceed 10 percent of the amount of fiscal year 2003 landmine clearance assistance funds.

Section 514 (Use Of Reserves To Perform Duties Relating To Defense Against Terrorism):  Amends sections 12303 and 12310 of title 10, United States Code, to additionally authorize the use of the reserves to perform duties relating to defense against a terrorist attack or a threatened terrorist attack that results, or could result, in catastrophic loss of life or property.  The previous versions of these sections limited use of the reserves in response to an emergency involving a use or threatened use of “a weapon of mass destruction.”

Subtitle C- Reserve Component Officer Personnel Policy

Section 522 (Authority For Limited Extension Of Medical Deferment Of Mandatory Retirement Or Separation Of Reserve Component Officers):  Creates 10 USC §14519, authorizing the service secretaries to defer the mandatory retirement or separation of a Reserve component officer for up to 30 days after completion of an evaluation requiring hospitalization or medical observation, to determine the officer’s entitlement to retirement or separation for physical disability.

Subtitle D – Enlistment, Education and Training Programs 

Section 531 (Enlistment Incentives For Pursuit Of Skills To Facilitate National Service):  Creates 10 USC §510, which SecDef shall carry out as an enlistment incentive program, under which a person who is a National Call to Service participant shall be entitled to one of three incentives.  The incentives include a $5,000 bonus, repayment of up to $18,000 in college debt, or receipt of basic educational assistance under Title 38 at the full rate for 12 months or at one half the full rate for 36 months.  The program shall be carried out during the period ending on December 31, 2007, and may be carried out after that date.  The term National Call to Service participant means 

a person who has not previously served in the armed forces who enters into an original enlistment pursuant to a written agreement with the Secretary of a military department.  Under the agreement, the participant shall, upon completion of initial entry training, serve on active duty in a military occupational specialty designated by the Secretary of Defense for a period of 15 months.  Upon completion of the initial period of active duty, and without a break in service, the participant shall then serve either an additional period of active duty, or a period of 24 months in an active status in the Selected Reserve, and serve the remaining period of obligated service on active duty, in a Reserve component or in the Peace Corps, Americorps, or other national service program jointly designated by SecDef and the head of such program.  SecDef shall prescribe the date on which the program shall commence, which shall be not later than October 1, 2003. 
Section 532 (Authority For Phased Increase To 4,400 In Authorized Strengths For The Service Academies):  Amends 10 USC §4342, permitting the secretaries of the military departments, beginning

with classes entering the service academies during the 2003-2004

academic year, to increase the end strengths for cadets or

midshipmen from the current limit of 4,000 to 4,400 in annual

increments of up to 100.

Section 533 (Enhancement Of Reserve Component Delayed Training Program):  Amends 10 USC §12103(d), authorizing members who enlist in the reserve delayed training program to remain in that program for one year, vice the previous limit of 270 days.
Section 534 (Review Of Armed Forces Programs For Preparation For, Participation In, And Conduct Of Athletic Competitions):  Requires SecDef to conduct a comprehensive review of the

programs of the active and reserve components of the Armed Forces

for preparation for, participation in, and conduct of athletic

competitions.  Requires the Secretary to report to the Committees on Armed Services of the Senate and the House of Representatives by March 3, 2003, on the adequacy of funding sources for athletic competitions and recommendations regarding limitations on the use of the funding sources or inadequacies in the funding for athletic competitions.
Subtitle E - Decorations, Awards, and Posthumous Commissions

Section 542 (Option To Convert Award Of Armed Forces Expeditionary Medal Awarded For Operation Frequent Wind To Vietnam Service Medal):  Authorizes eligible veterans to receive the Vietnam Service Medal in lieu of a previously awarded Armed Forces Expeditionary Medal for participation in Operation Frequent Wind, the evacuation of Vietnam conducted on April 29 and 30, 1975.

Section 543 (Korea Defense Service Medal):  Creates 10 USC §3755, which directs SecNav to issue a campaign medal, to be known as the Korea Defense Service Medal (KDSM), to each person who while a member of the Navy or Marine Corps served in the Republic of Korea or the waters adjacent thereto during the KDSM eligibility period, and meets the service requirements for the award of that medal, to be prescribed by SecNav.  The eligibility period is the period beginning on July 28, 1954, and ending on a date determined by SecDef to be appropriate.

Section 544 (Commendation Of Military Chaplains):  Congress has determined that 400 United States military chaplains have died in 

combat, some as a result of direct fire while ministering to fallen Americans, while others made the ultimate sacrifice as a prisoner of war.  During the sinking of the USS Dorchester in February 1943 during World War II, four chaplains (Chaplain Fox, Reverend Poling, Father Washington, and Rabbi Goode) gave their lives so that others might live.  Due to current terrorist threats, military chaplains must, as never before, deal with the spiritual well being of the members of the Armed Forces and their families.  Therefore, Congress, on behalf of the Nation, expresses its appreciation for the outstanding contribution that all military chaplains make to the members of the Armed Forces and their families, and encourages the President to issue a proclamation calling on the people of the United States to recognize the distinguished service of the Nation’s military chaplains.

Subtitle F-Administrative Matters

Section 551 (Staffing and funding for Defense Prisoner of War/Missing Personnel Office):  Creates 10 USC §1501(a)(5)(A), requiring SecDef to ensure that the Defense Prisoner of War/Missing in Action Office (DPMO) is provided sufficient personnel and funding to enable the DPMO to fully perform its complete range of missions.  The provision also prohibits reducing the number of military and civilian personnel assigned or detailed to DPMO below the number requested in the President’s budget for fiscal year 2003 (46 military personnel, 69 civilian personnel), unless such a reduction is expressly required by law.

Section 552 (Three-Year Freeze On Reductions Of Personnel Of Agencies Responsible For Review And Correction Of Military Records):  Creates 10 USC §1559, which provides that during fiscal years 2003, 2004, and 2005, SecNav may not carry out any reduction in the number of military and civilian personnel assigned to duty with the Board for Correction of Naval Records (BCNR) below BCNR’s baseline number, until 90 days after SecNav submits to Congress a report that describes the reduction proposed to be made, provides the rationale for that reduction, and specifies the number of such personnel that would be assigned to duty with that agency after the reduction.

Section 553 (Authority For Acceptance Of Voluntary Services Of Individuals As Proctors For Administration Of Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery Test):  Creates 10 USC §1588(a)(6), which authorizes the Secretary concerned to accept voluntary services as a proctor for administration to secondary school students of the test known as the Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery.

Subtitle G—Matters Relating to Minorities and Women in the Armed Forces

Section 561 (Surveys Of Racial And Ethnic Issues And Of Gender Issues In The Armed Forces):  Amends 10 USC §481, requiring SecDef to carry out four quadrennial surveys (each in a separate year) to identify and assess racial, ethnic, and gender issues and discrimination among members of the Armed Forces, active and reserve, and the extent (if any) of “hate group” activity among such members.  The first survey shall be carried out during CY 2003.

Section 562 (Annual Report On Status Of Female Members Of The Armed Forces):  Requires SecDef to submit to Congress, for each of fiscal years 2002 through 2006, a report on the status of female members of the Armed Forces.  Information in the annual report shall be shown for DoD as a whole and separately for each of the Army, Navy, Air Force, and Marine Corps.  The report for a fiscal year shall include information regarding billets female members are not eligible for (and the rationale for such policy), information on joint spouse assignments, promotion selection rates, retention rates, incidences of sexual harassment complaints, and overall satisfaction with women’s health care benefits provided by DoD.  Requires that each report be submitted not later than 120 days after the end of that fiscal year.

Section 563 (Wear Of Abayas By Female Members Of The Armed Forces In Saudi Arabia):  Prohibits requiring or encouraging service members to wear an abaya while serving in Saudi Arabia, taking adverse action against members for choosing not to wear an abaya while serving in Saudi Arabia, and using Department of Defense funds to procure abayas for issuance to military personnel serving in Saudi Arabia.  The provision would also require instruction to female service members ordered to duty in Saudi Arabia about this prohibition.  Such instruction shall be provided immediately upon or not more than 48 hours prior to the arrival of the member at a United States military installation within Saudi Arabia.  The instruction shall be presented orally and in writing.  The written instruction shall include the full text of this section.  DoD funds may not be used to procure abayas.
Subtitle H-Benefits

Section 572 (Emergency Leave Of Absence Program):  Creates 10 USC §709, which authorizes the Secretary concerned to grant a member of the armed forces emergency leave of absence for a qualifying emergency.  Such an emergency leave of absence may be granted only once for any member, may be granted only to prevent the member from entering unearned leave status or excess leave status and may not extend for a period of more than 14 days.

Section 574 (Destinations Authorized For Government Paid

Transportation Of Enlisted Personnel For Rest And Recuperation Absence Upon Extending Duty At Designated Locations Overseas):  10 USC §705(b)(2) is amended to authorize enlisted personnel, who agree to extend an overseas tour for a period of not less than one year, the option of round-trip transportation to the nearest port in the 48 contiguous states or an alternative destination at equal or lesser cost. 

Section 575 (Vehicle Storage In Lieu Of Transportation When

Member Is Ordered To A Nonforeign Duty Station Outside Continental United States):  10 USC §2634(b) is amended, authorizing members to store a privately owned vehicle when the member is ordered to a duty station in a non-foreign area outside the continental United States and the shipment of a vehicle is prohibited or contingent upon extensive modification of the vehicle. 21212

Subtitle I-Reports

Section 581 (Quadrennial Quality Of Life Review):  Creates 10 USC §118a, requiring SecDef to conduct a quadrennial quality of life review to examine the quality of life of members of the Armed Forces.
Section 582 (Report On Desirability And Feasibility Of Consolidating Separate Courses Of Basic Instruction

For Judge Advocates):  Not later than February 1, 2003, SecDef

shall submit to Congress a report on the desirability and feasibility of consolidating the separate Army, Navy/Marine Corps and Air Force courses of basic instruction for judge advocates into a single course to be conducted at a single location.  The report shall include an assessment of the advantages and disadvantages of such a consolidation, a recommendation as to whether such a consolidation is desirable and feasible and any proposal for legislative action that the Secretary considers appropriate for carrying out such a consolidation.

Section 583 (Reports On Efforts To Resolve Status Of Captain Michael Scott Speicher, United States Navy):  Not later than 90 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, and every 120 days thereafter, SecDef shall submit to Congress a report on the efforts of the United States Government to determine the status of Captain Michael Scott Speicher, United States Navy, whose aircraft was shot down over Iraq on the night of January 17, 1991.  Each such report shall be prepared in consultation with the Secretary of State and the Director of Central Intelligence.  The reports will discuss direct and indirect contacts with the Government of Iraq, requests to other governments for assistance, leads, and cooperation from nongovernmental organizations or international organizations pertaining to resolving the status of Captain Speicher.

Section 584 (Report On Volunteer Services Of Members Of The

Reserve Components In Emergency Response To The Terrorist Attacks Of September 11, 2001):  Not later than 180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, SecDef shall submit to the Committees on Armed Services of the Senate and House of Representatives a report on volunteer services that were provided by members of the reserve components of the Armed Forces, while not in a duty status pursuant to orders, during the period of September 11 through September 14, 2001. The report shall include a discussion of any recognition that the Secretary considers appropriate for those members regarding the provision of such services.

Title VI - Compensation and Other Personnel Benefits

Subtitle A - Pay and Allowances

Section 601 (Increase in Basic Pay for Fiscal Year 2003):  Authorizes increases in basic pay effective 1 January 2003 as summarized in the chart below:

Section 602 (Basic Allowance For Housing In Cases Of Low-Cost

Or No-Cost Moves):  37 USC §403 is amended, extending to locations outside the United States the authority to pay the basic allowance for housing based on the member's former duty assignment, when the member's reassignment is a low-cost or no-cost permanent change of station or permanent change of assignment.  This authority currently applies only to assignments within the United States.  

Section 603 (Rate Of Basic Allowance For Subsistence For Enlisted Personnel Occupying Single Government Quarters Without Adequate Availability Of Meals):  37 USC §402(d) is amended, authorizing payment of an increased amount of basic allowance for subsistence to enlisted members who are assigned to single Government quarters which have no adequate food storage or preparation facility and there is no Government messing facility serving those quarters that is capable of making meals available to the occupants.  The increased allowance is twice the amount authorized under 37 USC §402(b)(2). 

Subtitle B - Bonuses and Special and Incentive Pays 

Section 611 (One Year Extension of Certain Bonus and Special Pay Authorities for Reserve Forces):  Extends the authority for the selected reserve reenlistment bonus, the selected reserve enlistment bonus, special pay for enlisted members of the selected reserve assigned to certain high priority units, the selected reserve affiliation bonus, the ready reserve enlistment and reenlistment bonus, and the prior service enlistment bonus until December 31, 2003.
Section 614 (One-Year Extension of Other Bonus and Special Pay Authorities):  Extends the authority under 37 USC §301b(a) for the aviation officer retention bonus, the reenlistment bonus for active members, the enlistment bonus for active members, the retention bonus for members with critical military skills and the accession bonus for new officers in critical skills until December 31, 2003.

Section 616 (Assignment Incentive Pay):  Creates 37 USC §307a, authorizing the service secretaries, with the concurrence of the Secretary of Defense, to pay a monthly incentive pay of up to $1,500 to members serving in designated assignments.  The amount and duration of the pay, as well as the qualifying assignment, shall be specified in a written agreement between the member and the Secretary concerned.  The agreement may not be entered into after December 31, 2005.
Section 617 (Increase In Maximum Rates For Prior Service Enlistment Bonus):  37 USC §308i(b)(1) is amended, increasing the maximum rates paid to reservists with critical skills under the prior service enlistment bonus to $8,000 in the case of a member who enlists for six years, to $4,000 in the case of a member who enlists for three years and to $3,500 in the case of a member who received a prior bonus for a three-year enlistment and who reenlists or extends for an additional three years.
Subtitle C - Travel and Transportation Allowances
Section 621 (Extension Of Leave Travel Deferral Period For Members Performing Consecutive Overseas Tours Of Duty):  37 USC §411b is amended, authorizing members who have been granted travel and transportation allowances in connection with a consecutive overseas tour to defer those benefits for the full duration of the additional tour of duty.  If the member is unable to undertake the travel before the completion of the additional tour because of duty in connection with a contingency operation, the provision would authorize the member to defer the travel and transportation for a year after the date on which the member's duty in connection with the contingency operation duty ends.

Section 622 (Transportation Of Motor Vehicles For Members Reported Missing):  37 USC §554 is amended, authorizing shipment of two privately owned motor vehicles when transportation of household and personal effects is authorized at government expense, in the case of members who are officially reported as dead, injured, ill, or absent for a period of more than 29 days in a missing status.

Subtitle D-Retired Pay and Survivor Benefits
Section 631 (Permanent Reduction From Eight To Six In Number Of Years Of Reserve Service Required For Eligibility For Retired Pay For Non-Regular Service):  Amends 10 USC §12731, reducing the number of years of continuous reserve component service required immediately before qualifying for non-regular retired pay from eight to six.
Section 632 (Increased Retired Pay For Enlisted Reserves Credited With Extraordinary Heroism):  Amends 10 USC §12739, authorizing a 10 percent increase in the retired pay of an enlisted member of a Reserve component when the member has been credited with extraordinary heroism in the line of duty.  The amount of retired pay, including the 10 percent increase, may not exceed 75 percent of the member's retired base pay.

Section 633 (Elimination Of Possible Inversion In Retired Pay Cost-Of-Living Adjustment For Initial COLA Computation):  Amends 10 USC §1401a, preventing any partial-year retired pay cost-of-living adjustments (COLAs) in the first year of retirement from exceeding the COLA paid to retirees who were retired for the entire year.

Section 635 (Expansion Of Authority Of Secretary Of Defense To Waive Time Limitations On Claims Against The Government For Military Personnel Benefits):  31 USC §3702(e) is amended, authorizing SecDef to additionally waive the statute of limitations for claims involving travel, transportation and survivor benefits.  The previous version of the statute applied only to a claim for pay, allowances, or payment for unused accrued leave under title 37 or a claim for retired pay under Title 10.

Section 636 (Special Compensation For Certain Combat-Related Disabled Uniform Services Retirees):  Creates 10 USC §1413a, authorizing special compensation for uniformed services retirees who complete at least 20 years of service creditable for retirement and who incurred a qualifying combat-related disability.  A qualifying combat-related disability is: (1) any disability rated at 10 percent or higher attributable to an injury for which the member was awarded the Purple Heart; or (2) a service-connected disability rated at 60 percent or higher incurred as a direct result of armed conflict, while engaged in hazardous service, in the performance of duty under conditions simulating war, or through an instrumentality of war.  The amount paid to an eligible combat-related disabled uniformed services retiree may not exceed the amount of the reduction in retired pay that is applicable to the retiree for that month under sections §5304 and §5305 of title 38.  This provision will be effective no later than 180 days after enactment. 

Subtitle E-Montgomery GI Bill

Section 641 (Time Limitation For Use Of Montgomery GI Bill Entitlement By Members Of The Selected Reserve):  Amends 10 USC §16133(a)(1), extending from 10 to 14 years the maximum period that a member of the Selected Reserve can use educational benefits provided under the Montgomery GI Bill for the Selected Reserve. 

Section 642 (Repayment Requirements Under Reserve Component Montgomery GI Bill Arising From Failure To Participate Satisfactorily In Military Service To Be Considered Debts Owed To The United States):  Amends 10 USC §16135, classifying an obligation to pay a refund to the United States for certain educational assistance as a debt to the United States when the obligation to pay the refund was incurred because the member failed to participate satisfactorily in the Selected Reserve.

Section 643 (Technical Adjustments To Authority For Certain Members To Transfer Educational Assistance Under Montgomery GI Bill To Dependents):  Amends 38 USC §3020(h), clarifying that dependents of active duty military personnel will receive transferred Montgomery GI Bill benefits at the veterans' rate rather than the in-service rate. 

Section F-Other Matters

Section 651 (Payment Of Interest On Student Loans):  Creates 10 USC §2174, authorizing SecDef to pay the interest and any special allowances that accrue on one or more student loans of an eligible member of the armed forces.  To be eligible, a member must be serving on active duty during the member’s first enlistment in the armed forces (or, in the case of an officer, is serving on active duty and has not completed more than three years of service on active duty), is the debtor on one or more unpaid student loans, and is not in default on any such loan.  SecDef is authorized to pay interest on a member’s student loans for 36 consecutive months in which the member remains eligible.

Section 652 (Additional Authority To Provide Assistance For Families Of Members Of The Armed Forces):  Creates 10 USC §1788, authorizing SecDef to provide for the families of members of the Armed Forces serving on active duty, in addition to any other assistance available for such families, any assistance that the Secretary considers appropriate to ensure that the children of such members obtain needed child care, education, and other youth services.  The assistance authorized by this section is directed primarily toward providing needed family support, including child care, education, and other youth services, for children of members of the Armed Forces who are deployed, assigned to duty, or ordered to active duty in connection with a contingency operation.

Section 653 (Repeal Of Authority For Acceptance Of Honoraria By Personnel At Certain Department Of Defense Schools):  Repeals section 542 of the FY93 NDAA (Public Law 102–484), which previously authorized a $2,000 exemption from the ban on receipt of honoraria by military and civilian faculty members and students at the three service academies and certain DoD military schools.

Section 654 (Addition Of Definition Of Continental United States):  Creates 37 USC §101(1)(A), defining the continental United States as the 48 contiguous states and the District of Columbia.  There are several sections in Title 37 that refer to “the 48 contiguous states and the District of Columbia.
TITLE VII-HEALTH CARE PROVISIONS

Subtitle A-Health Care Program Improvements

Section 702 (Continued TRICARE Eligibility Of Dependents Residing At Remote Locations After Departure Of Sponsors For Unaccompanied Assignments And Eligibility Of Dependents Of Reserve Component Members Ordered To Active Duty):  Amends 10 USC §1079(p), authorizing continued eligibility of family members for TRICARE Prime Remote when the sponsoring service member is transferred from a duty station that qualified the family members for TRICARE Prime Remote and the family members remain at the qualifying duty location because they are not authorized to accompany the member to the new duty assignment.  Further extends the TRICARE Prime Remote benefit to a dependent of a reserve component member ordered to active duty for a period of more than 30 days and who is residing with the member, and the residence is located more than 50 miles, or approximately one hour of driving time, from the nearest military medical treatment facility adequate to provide the needed care.

Section 703 (Eligibility Of Surviving Dependents For TRICARE Dental Program Benefits After Discontinuance Of Former Enrollment):  10 USC §1076a(k)(2) is amended, by continuing TRICARE Dental Program Benefits for a dependent if, on the date of the death of the member, the dependent is not enrolled in such a plan by reason of the member’s discontinuance of a former enrollment.  Such discontinuance must have been due to the member’s previous transfer to a duty station where dental care was only available to the member’s dependents under a program other than for active duty dependents.  

Section 705 (Approval Of Medicare Providers As TRICARE Providers):  10 USC §1079 is amended, requiring that Medicare-approved health care providers also be considered as approved TRICARE providers.  This provision is effective for new TRICARE contracts entered into on or after the date of the enactment of this Act.

Section 706 (Technical Corrections Relating To Transitional Health Care For Members Separated From Active Duty):  Corrects section 736 of the FY02 NDAA (Public Law 107-107), providing transitional health care to the dependents of members separated from active duty, provided the separated member is eligible for transitional health care.  The previous version listed only the member’s entitlement. 

Section 707 (Extension Of Temporary Authority To Enter Into Personal Services Contracts For The Performance Of Health Care Responsibilities At Locations Other Than Military Medical Treatment Facilities):  10 USC §1091(a)(2) is amended, extending until December 31, 2003, SecDef’s authority to contract with physicians to provide new-recruit physicals.
Section 708 (Access To Health Care Services For Beneficiaries Eligible For TRICARE And Department Of Veterans Affairs Health Care):  Requires SecDef to prescribe a process for resolving issues relating to patient safety and continuity of care for beneficiaries who are concurrently entitled to health care under TRICARE and are eligible for health care services from the Department of Veterans Affairs. SecDef shall report to the Committees on Armed Services no later that May 1, 2003.

Section 709 (Disclosure Of Information On Project 112 To Department Of Veterans Affairs):  Requires SecDef to submit to Congress and the Secretary of Veterans Affairs a plan for review, declassification, and submission to the Department of Veterans Affairs all medically relevant information regarding Project 112, to facilitate the provision of Veterans Administration benefits to former service members who participated in that project.  Project 112 refers to the chemical and biological weapons vulnerability-testing program of the Department of Defense conducted by the Deseret Test Center from 1963 to 1969.  The project included the Shipboard Hazard and Defense (SHAD) project of the Navy.

Subtitle B-Reports

Section 712 (Comptroller General Report On Provision Of Care Under The TRICARE Program):  Requires the Comptroller General to evaluate the nature, reasons, and extent of trends in TRICARE network provider turbulence and the effectiveness of the efforts of DoD and TRICARE managed care support contractors to measure and mitigate such turbulence.

Subtitle C-Department of Defense-Department of Veterans Affairs Health Resources Sharing

Section 723 (Report On Improved Coordination And Sharing Of Health Care And Health Care Resources Following Domestic Acts Of Terrorism Or Domestic Use Of Weapons Of Mass Destruction):  Requires SecDef and the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to review the adequacy of current processes and existing statutory authorities and policy governing the capability of the Department of Defense and the Department of Veterans Affairs to provide health care to service members following domestic acts of terrorism or domestic use of weapons of mass destruction, both before and after a declaration of national emergency.  The provision would require the Secretaries to report the results to Congress with the fiscal year 2004 budget submission.

TITLE VIII-ACQUISITION POLICY, ACQUISITION MANAGEMENT, AND RELATED MATTERS

Subtitle A-Acquisition Policy and Management

Section 804 (Improvement Of Software Acquisition Processes):  The Secretary of each military department shall establish a program to improve the software acquisition processes of that military department, not later than 120 days after the date of the enactment of this Act. The head of each Defense Agency that manages a major defense acquisition program with a substantial software component shall establish a program to improve the software acquisition processes of that Defense Agency.  These programs to improve software acquisition processes shall, at a minimum, include the following:

(1) A documented process for software acquisition planning, requirements development and management, project management and oversight, and risk management.

(2) Efforts to develop appropriate metrics for performance

measurement and continual process improvement.

(3) A process to ensure that key program personnel have an appropriate level of experience or training in software acquisition.

(4) A process to ensure that each military department

and Defense Agency implements and adheres to established

processes and requirements relating to the acquisition of software.

Section 806 (Rapid Acquisition And Deployment Procedures):  Not later than 180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, SecDef shall prescribe procedures for the rapid acquisition and deployment of items that are currently under development by the Department of Defense or available from the commercial sector and are urgently needed by unified combatant commanders to react to an enemy threat or to respond to significant and urgent safety situations.  The procedures prescribed shall include the following:  

(1) A process for streamlined communications between the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, the acquisition community, and the research and development community, including—

(A) a process for the commanders of the combatant commands and the Joint Chiefs of Staff to communicate their needs to the acquisition community and the research and development community; and

(B) a process for the acquisition community and the research and development community to propose items that meet the needs communicated by the combatant commands and the Joint Chiefs of Staff.

(2) Procedures for demonstrating, rapidly acquiring, and deploying items proposed, including—

(A) a process for demonstrating performance and evaluating

for current operational purposes the existing capability

of an item;

(B) a process for developing an acquisition and funding

strategy for the deployment of an item; and

(C) a process for making deployment determinations based on information obtained pursuant to subparagraphs (A) and (B).

Subtitle B-Amendments To General Contracting Authorities, Procedures, And Limitations

Section 818 (Timing Of Certification In Connection With Waiver Of Survivability And Lethality Testing Requirements):  10 USC §2366 is amended, authorizing SecDef to waive the application of the survivability and lethality tests to a covered system, munitions program, missile program, or covered product improvement program if the Secretary determines that live-fire testing of such system or program would be unreasonably expensive and impractical, and submits a certification of that determination to Congress before, or as soon as practicable after Milestone B approval.

Subtitle C- Acquisition-Related Reports And Other Matters

Section 827 (Multiyear Procurement Authority For Environmental Services For Military Installations):  Creates 10 USC §2306c(b)(5), authorizing the use of multiyear contracts for the acquisition of environmental remediation services.
TITLE IX-DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE ORGANIZATION AND MANAGEMENT

Subtitle A-Duties and Functions of Department of Defense Officers

Section 901(Under Secretary Of Defense For Intelligence):  Amends 10 USC §137, creating the position of Under Secretary of Defense for Intelligence, appointed from civilian life by the President, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate.  The Under Secretary of Defense for Intelligence takes precedence in the Department of Defense after the Under Secretary of Defense for Personnel and Readiness.

Section 902 (Reorganization Of Office Of Secretary Of Defense For Administration Of Duties Relating To Homeland Defense And Combating Terrorism):  10 USC §138(b) is amended, establishing that one of the Assistant Secretaries shall be the Assistant

Secretary of Defense for Homeland Defense, having as his

principal duty the overall supervision of the homeland defense

activities of the Department of Defense.  Also amends 10 USC §134(b), clarifying that subject to the authority, direction, and control of the Secretary of Defense, the Under Secretary of Defense for Policy shall have overall direction and supervision for policy, program planning and execution, and allocation and use of resources for the activities of the Department of Defense for combating terrorism.

Subtitle C-Reports

Section 921 (Report On Establishment Of United States Northern Command):  Not later than March 1, 2003, SecDef shall submit to Congress a report providing an implementation plan for the establishment of the United States Northern Command, which is established effective October 1, 2002.  The report shall address the required budget, the selection of Peterson Air Force Base, Colorado, as the headquarters of that command, required military and civilian personnel levels, the organization of the command, the relationship of that command to the Department of Homeland Security, to other Federal departments and agencies, and to State and local law enforcement agencies.

Section 923 (National Defense Mission Of Coast Guard To Be Included In Future Quadrennial Defense Reviews):  Amends 10 USC §118(d), requiring SecDef to include the defense mission of the U.S. Coast Guard when conducting future Quadrennial Defense Reviews.

Section 924 (Report On Establishment Of A Joint National Training Complex And Joint Opposing Forces):  Requires the commander of the United States Joint Forces Command to outline a plan that would provide for the development and implementation of a joint national training concept together with the establishment of a joint training complex for supporting the implementation of that concept.  Such a concept and complex may include various training sites, mobile training ranges, public and private modeling and simulation centers, and appropriate joint opposing forces and

shall be capable of supporting field exercises and experimentation at the operational level of war across a broad

spectrum of adversary capabilities.  SecDef shall submit the report, together with any comments he considers appropriate and any comments that the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff considers appropriate, to the Committees on Armed Services, not later than six months after enactment of this Act.
Subtitle D-Other Matters

Section 934 (Increase In Number Of Deputy Commandants Of The Marine Corps):  10 USC §5045 is amended by increasing the number of authorized Deputy Commandants of the Marine Corps from five to six.  The amended statute, in its entirety, now reads as follows: 

§5045.  Deputy Commandants: 
There are in the Headquarters, Marine Corps, not more than six Deputy Commandants, detailed by the Secretary of the Navy from officers on the active-duty list of the Marine Corps. 

TITLE X-GENERAL PROVISIONS

Subtitle A-Financial Matters

Section 1006 (Uniform Standards Throughout Department Of Defense For Exposure Of Personnel To Pecuniary Liability For Loss Of Government Property):  Creates 10 USC §2787, authorizing any officer of the Army, Navy, Air Force, or Marine Corps or any civilian employee of the Department of Defense designated in accordance with those regulations to act upon reports of survey and vouchers pertaining to the loss, spoilage, unserviceability, unsuitability, destruction of, or damage to, property of the United States under the control of DoD.  However, any action taken under this section holding a person pecuniarily liable for loss, spoilage, destruction, or damage is not final until approved by a person designated to do so by the Secretary of a military department, commander of a combatant command, or Director of a Defense Agency, as the case may be, who has jurisdiction of the person held pecuniarily liable.

Section 1007 (Improvements In Purchase Card Management):  Amends 10 USC §2784, requiring SecDef to prescribe regulations including safeguards and internal controls for the use of purchase cards by DoD personnel.  Periodic reviews are also required to determine whether each purchase cardholder has a need for the purchase card.  Further directs that the Inspector General of the Department of Defense, the Inspector General of the Army, the Naval Inspector General and the Inspector General of the Air Force perform periodic audits to identify potentially fraudulent, improper and abusive uses of purchase cards, and shall provide for appropriate adverse personnel actions or other punishment to be imposed in cases in which employees of DoD violate such regulations or are negligent or engage in misuse, abuse, or fraud with respect to a purchase card, including removal in appropriate cases.

Section 1008 (Improvements In Travel Card Management):  Creates 10 USC §2784a, authorizing SecDef to require that any part of a travel or transportation allowance of an employee of DoD or a member of the Armed Forces be disbursed directly to the issuer of a defense travel card if the amount is disbursed to the issuer in payment of amounts of expenses of official travel that are charged by the employee or member on the defense travel card.  SecDef may require that there be deducted and withheld from any basic pay payable to an employee of DoD or a member of the Armed Forces any amount that is owed by the employee or member to a creditor by reason of one or more charges of expenses of official travel of the employee or member on a defense travel card issued by the creditor, if the employee or member is delinquent in the payment of such amount under the terms of the contract under which the card is issued, and does not dispute the amount of the delinquency.  The amount of pay deducted and withheld from the pay owed to an employee or member with respect to a pay period may not exceed 15 percent of the disposable pay of the employee or member for that pay period, except that a higher amount may be deducted and withheld with the written consent of the employee or member.  The same policy applies to a former employee of DoD or a retired member of the Armed Forces who is receiving retired pay and who owes an amount to a creditor by reason of one or more charges on a defense travel card that were made before the retirement of the employee or member.  This section does not apply to the Coast Guard.

Section 1010 (Authorization Of Funds For Ballistic Missile Defense Programs Or Combating Terrorism Programs Of The Department Of Defense):  Authorizes an additional $814.3 million to be available for research, development, training and evaluation of Ballistic Missile Defense programs, and activities of DoD to combat terrorism, whichever the President determines to be in the national security interests of the United States.  The amendment also requires SecDef to report to the congressional defense committees on the allocation of the funds pursuant to the President's determination and the basis for such determination.
Subtitle B-Naval Vessels and Shipyards

Section 1023 (Assessment Of The Feasibility Of The Expedited Equipping Of A Navy Ship With A Version Of The 155-Millimeter Advanced Gun System):  SecNav shall conduct an assessment of the feasibility of the expedited equipping of a Navy ship in active or inactive service with a version of the 155-millimeter Advanced Gun System that is being developed for the DD(X) next generation, multi-mission, land attack surface combatant vessel.  The assessment shall include an analysis of the actions required to achieve such equipping and the technical and programmatic risks associated with those actions, the plan, schedule, and funding required to achieve such equipping, and the effect (if any) that such equipping might have on the development program and schedule for the DD(X) vessel.  The schedule to be considered in the assessment shall provide for equipping of a ship with a version of the 155-millimeter Advanced Gun System not later than October 1, 2006.  The Secretary shall submit to the congressional defense committees a report on the results of the assessment at the same time that the President submits the budget for fiscal year 2004 to Congress under section 1105(a) of title 31, United States Code.

Section 1024 (Report On Initiatives To Increase Operational Days Of Navy Ships):  The Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition, Technology, and Logistics shall submit to the Committee on Armed Services of the Senate and the Committee on Armed Services of the House of Representatives a report on DoD initiatives to increase the number of operational days of Navy ships.  In the report, the Under Secretary shall assess the feasibility and identify the projected effects of conducting initiatives that have the potential to increase the number of operational days of Navy ships available to combatant commanders, without increasing the number of Navy ships and without increasing the routine lengths of deployments of Navy ships above six months.

Section 1026 (Sense Of Congress Concerning Aircraft Carrier Force Structure):  Congress finds that the aircraft carrier has been an integral component in Operation Enduring Freedom and in the homeland defense mission of Operation Noble Eagle beginning on September 11, 2001.  The aircraft carriers that have participated in Operation Enduring Freedom, as of May 1, 2002, are the USS Enterprise (CVN–65), the USS Carl Vinson (CVN–70), the USS Kitty

Hawk (CV–63), the USS Theodore Roosevelt (CVN–71), the USS John C. Stennis (CVN–74), and the USS John F. Kennedy (CV–67).  The aircraft carriers that have participated in Operation Noble Eagle, as of May 1, 2002, are the USS George Washington (CVN–73), the USS John F. Kennedy (CV–67), and the USS John C. Stennis (CVN–74).  According to the Navy, the United States requires the service of 15 aircraft carriers to completely fulfill all the naval commitments assigned to the Navy without gapping carrier presence.  It is the sense of Congress that the number of aircraft carriers of the Navy in active service should not be less than 12.  Congress hereby commends the military and civilian personnel who have participated in Operation Enduring Freedom and Operation Noble Eagle.

Subtitle C-Strategic Matters

Section 1031 (Strategic Force Structure Plan For Nuclear Weapons And Delivery Systems):  Requires the Secretaries of Defense and Energy to jointly prepare a baseline nuclear force structure plan for the period covered by, and consistent with, the Nuclear Posture Review submitted to Congress on January 8, 2002.  The plan would include the warheads, weapon systems, and delivery vehicles required to execute the national defense strategy, as well as the infrastructure, modernization and life extension plans, and other elements of the defense program of the United States necessary to sustain that force structure.  Requires submission of a report to the congressional defense committees on the force structure and a budget plan to support that force structure by January 1, 2003, but would permit the President to defer submission of the report to a certain date should the President determine that it is in the national security interest of the United States to submit the report on a later date.  Requires a report to be submitted to Congress by the Secretary of Energy on options for achieving, prior to fiscal year 2012, a posture under which the United States maintains no more than 1700-2200 deployed nuclear weapons and that would achieve such levels of such weapons in fiscal years 2006, 2008 and 2010.  Also requires both the Secretary of Defense and the Secretary of Energy to evaluate the advantages and disadvantages of options to reduce the level of operationally deployed nuclear weapons to 1,700-2,200 warheads as early as 2007.  Requires the Secretaries to submit the report to the congressional defense committees no later than March 1, 2003.

Section 1032 (Annual Report On Weapons To Defeat Hardened And Deeply Buried Targets):  Requires SecDef, in conjunction with the Secretary of Energy and the Director of Central Intelligence, to submit an annual report on the research and development activities under their respective jurisdictions during the preceding fiscal year to develop a weapon to defeat hardened and deeply buried targets.  The report shall be submitted no later than April 1 of each year.  The report shall also include procurement and other activities undertaken to develop a weapon to defeat hardened and deeply buried targets.  The activities of the defense agencies will be specifically included in the report, and the reporting requirement is limited to five years. 

Section 1033 (Report On Effects Of Nuclear Earth-Penetrator Weapon And Other Weapons):  Directs SecDef to request the National Academy of Sciences to conduct a study and prepare a report on the short and long-term effects on the surrounding civilian populations of the use by the United States of a nuclear earth penetrator weapon on a target, the use of a non-penetrating nuclear weapon on a hard or deeply buried target and the use of a conventional high-explosive weapon on facilities to store and produce weapons of mass destruction, when the involved materials or contaminants are released into populated areas.  The report would be required to be submitted to Congress no later than 180 days after the day of enactment of this Act.

Subtitle D-Reports

Section 1043 (Annual Report On The Conduct Of Military Operations Conducted As Part Of Operation Enduring Freedom):  Requires SecDef, in consultation with the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, the combatant commander of the United States Central Command, and the Director of Central Intelligence, to submit to Congress two reports on the accomplishments and shortcomings of the conduct of military operations conducted as part of Operation Enduring Freedom.  Each report will specifically include a discussion of the command, control, coordination and support relationship between United States Special Operations Forces and Central Intelligence Agency elements participating in the operation and recommendations to improve operational readiness and effectiveness.  The first report is required by June 15, 2003, and the final report is required no later than 180 days after the cessation of hostilities.  Also requires SecDef to submit annual reports by June 15 of each year, to include a definition of the military operations carried out as part of Operation Enduring Freedom, including a discussion relating to Special Operations Forces and recommendations for improvement.

Section 1044 (Report On Efforts To Ensure Adequacy Of Fire Fighting Staffs At Military Installations):  Not later than May 31, 2003, SecDef shall submit to Congress a report on the actions being undertaken to ensure that the fire fighting staffs at military installations are adequate under applicable DoD regulations.

Subtitle F-Other Matters

Section 1063 (Use For Law Enforcement Purposes Of DNA Samples Maintained By Department Of Defense For Identification Of Human Remains):  Creates 10 USC §1565a, which states that if a valid order of a Federal court (or military judge) so requires,

an element of the Department of Defense that maintains a repository of DNA samples for the purpose of identification of human remains shall make available DNA samples on such terms and conditions as such court (or military judge) directs.  A DNA sample with respect to an individual shall be provided in a manner that does not compromise the ability of the Department of Defense to maintain a sample with respect to that individual for the purpose of identification of human remains.  The purpose of this section is to aid in the investigation or prosecution of a felony, or any sexual offense, for which no other source of DNA information is reasonably available.

Section 1065 (Rewards For Assistance In Combating Terrorism):  Creates 10 USC §127b, authorizing SecDef to pay a monetary reward, in an amount not to exceed $200,000, to a person for providing U.S. personnel with information or nonlethal assistance that is beneficial to an operation of the Armed Forces outside the United States against international terrorism or to force protection of the Armed Forces.  The policies and procedures for offering and paying rewards will be coordinated with the Secretary of State and the Attorney General.  The authority could be delegated to the commander of a combatant command to pay a reward in an amount not to exceed $50,000, and the combatant commander could further delegate such authority to pay rewards in an amount not to exceed $2,500.  Also authorizes the payment of in-kind as well as monetary rewards.
Section 1066 (Provision Of Space And Services To Military Welfare Societies):  Creates 10 USC §2566, authorizing the Secretary of a military department to provide, without charge, space and services under the jurisdiction of that Secretary to a military welfare society.  The term ‘military welfare society’ means the Army Emergency Relief Society, the Navy-Marine Corps Relief Society, and the Air Force Aid Society, Inc.  The term ‘services’ includes lighting, heating, cooling, electricity, office furniture, office machines and equipment, telephone and other information technology services (including installation of lines and equipment, connectivity, and other associated services), and security systems (including installation and other associated expenses).

Section 1069 (Increase In Amount Authorized To Be Expended For Department Of Defense Program To Commemorate 50th Anniversary Of The Korean War):  Increases the amount authorized for expenditures by the Korean War Commemorative Committee from $7.0 million to $10.0 million.

TITLE XI-DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE CIVILIAN PERSONNEL MATTERS

Section 1102 (Extension Of Department Of Defense Authority To Make Lump-Sum Severance Payments):  5 USC §5595(i)(4) is amended, extending from September 30, 2003, to September 30, 2006, the authority of SecDef to pay lump-sum severance payments to civilian employees.  Not later than one year after the date of the enactment of this Act, the President shall submit to the Committees on Armed Services and on Governmental Affairs of the Senate and the Committees on Armed Services and on Government Reform of the House of Representatives a report, including recommendations, on whether the authority under section 5595(i) of title 5, United States Code, should be made permanent or expanded to be made Government-wide.

Section 1103 (Continuation Of Federal Employee Health Benefits Program Eligibility ):  Amends 5 USC §8905a(d), by extending for three years eligibility for continued health care coverage under the Federal Employee Health Benefits Program of certain Department of Defense civilian employees who are separated due to a reduction in force.
TITLE XII-MATTERS RELATING TO OTHER NATIONS

Section 1204 (Support Of United Nations-Sponsored Efforts To Inspect And Monitor Iraqi Weapons Activities):  Extends the authority under section 1505 of the Weapons of Mass Destruction Control Act of 1992 (22 USC §5859a) for DoD to expend up to $15.0 million in fiscal year 2003 in support of United Nations-sponsored inspection and monitoring efforts, to ensure Iraqi compliance with its international obligations to destroy its weapons of mass destruction and associated delivery systems.

Section 1207 (Monitoring Of Implementation Of 1979 Agreement Between The United States And China On Cooperation In Science And Technology):  Authorizes the President to establish a working group to monitor the agreement and directs the Director of Central Intelligence, the Secretary of Defense, and the Inspector General of the Commerce Department to conduct various assessments that would be components of the biennial report.

Section 1210 (Report On Feasibility And Advisability Of Senior Officer Exchanges Between The Armed Forces Of The United States And The Military Forces Of Taiwan):  Not later than 180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the President shall submit to Congress a report on the feasibility and advisability of conducting combined operational training with, and exchanges of general and flag officers between, the Armed Forces of the United States and the military forces of Taiwan; and the progress being made in meeting United States commitments to the security of Taiwan.  

TITLE XIV-HOMELAND SECURITY

Section 1401 (Transfer Of Technology Items And Equipment In Support Of Homeland Security):  Requires SecDef to designate a senior official of the Department of Defense to coordinate the Department's efforts to identify, evaluate, deploy, and transfer technology items to first responders in support of homeland security.  Requires the senior official to work with other appropriate federal agencies and to use competitive procedures to enter into an agreement with a highly qualified private sector entity to assist in these efforts.

Section 1402 (Comprehensive Plan For Improving The Preparedness Of Military Installations For Terrorist Incidents):  Directs SecDef to develop a comprehensive plan to improve the preparedness of military installations for preventing and responding to terrorist attacks, including attacks involving the use or threat of use of weapons of mass destruction.  The Secretary will submit the plan to the congressional defense committees no later than 180 days after this legislation comes into effect.  No later than 60 days after the Secretary submits the plan to Congress, the Comptroller General will be required to review it and submit a report assessing the plan to the congressional defense committees.  The Secretary is directed to inform Congress of progress under and updates to the plan for a total of three years. 

Section 1403 (Additional Weapons Of Mass Destruction Civil Support Teams):  SecDef shall establish 23 additional teams designated as Weapons of Mass Destruction Civil Support Teams, for a total of 55 such teams, and ensure that of such 55 teams, there is at least one team established in each State and territory.  Not later than 180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall submit to Congress a plan, for establishing at least one Weapons of Mass Destruction Civil Support Team in each State.  The plan shall include a schedule and budget for manning, training, and equipping the new teams as rapidly as possible without jeopardizing the attainment of full effectiveness by the new teams, and a discussion of whether the mission of the Weapons of Mass Destruction Civil Support Teams should be expanded.  The term ‘‘Weapons of Mass Destruction Civil Support Team’’ means a team of members of the reserve components of the Armed Forces that is established under section 12310(c) of title 10, United States Code, in support of emergency preparedness programs to prepare for or to respond to any emergency involving the use of a weapon of mass destruction.

Section 1404 (Report On The Role Of The Department Of Defense In Supporting Homeland Security):  Not later than March 1, 2003, SecDef shall submit to the congressional defense committees a report on DoD responsibilities, missions, and plans for military support of homeland security, including the Department of Defense definition of its homeland security mission, particularly with respect to how it relates to providing military support to civil authorities, managing the consequences of terrorist attacks, and homeland defense, and the actions the Department is taking to implement the homeland security mission as so defined and changes in the roles, missions, responsibilities, organization, and capabilities of the following organizations in order to conduct their homeland security support mission, and the reasons for such changes.
TITLE XV-AUTHORIZATIONS OF APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE WAR ON TERRORISM

Section 1501 (Authorization Of Appropriations For Continued Operations For The War On Terrorism):  Authorizes $10,000,000,000 for the conduct of Operation Noble Eagle and Operation Enduring Freedom in continuation of the war on terrorism, in addition to any other amounts authorized by this Act.

Section 1502 (Mobilization And Personnel):  Of the amount authorized in section 1501, $2,550,000,000 shall be available only for transfer to fiscal year 2003 military personnel accounts of the Department of Defense for the purpose of providing for the personnel and personnel support costs of the members of the Armed Forces who are participating in Operation Noble Eagle or Operation Enduring Freedom in continuation of the war on terrorism.  

Section 1503 (Operations):  Of the amount authorized to be appropriated in section 1501, $4,270,000,000 shall be available only for transfer to fiscal year 2003 operation and maintenance accounts and working-capital funds of the Department of Defense for operating costs of the conduct of Operation Noble Eagle and Operation Enduring Freedom in continuation of the war on terrorism.

Section 1504 (Equipment Replacement And Enhancement):  Of the amount authorized to be appropriated in section 1501, $1,000,000,000 shall be available only for transfer to fiscal year 2003 procurement and research, development, test, and evaluation accounts of the Department of Defense for emergency replacement of equipment and munitions lost or expended in operations conducted as part of the war on terrorism, or enhancement of critical military capabilities necessary to carry out operations.  
Section 1505 (Classified Activities):  Of the amount authorized to be appropriated in section 1501, $1,980,000,000 shall be available only for unspecified intelligence and classified activities carried out in support of Operation Noble Eagle or Operation Enduring Freedom in continuation of the war on terrorism, and only by transfer to fiscal year 2003 accounts of the Department of Defense in amounts as follows:

(1) To procurement accounts, $1,618,200,000.

(2) To operation and maintenance accounts, $301,600,000.

(3) To research, development, test, and evaluation accounts,

$60,200,000.

Section 1506 (Procurement Of Munitions):  Of the amount authorized to be appropriated in section 1501, $200,000,000 shall be available only for the procurement of munitions for the support of Operation Noble Eagle or Operation Enduring Freedom in continuation of the war on terrorism, and only by transfer to fiscal year 2003 procurement accounts of the Department of Defense in amounts as follows:

(1) To accounts of the Army for the procurement of ammunition

$94,000,000.

(2) To accounts of the Navy for the procurement of weapons,

$35,000,000.

(3) To accounts of the Navy and Marine Corps for the

procurement of ammunition, $25,000,000.

(4) To accounts of the Air Force for the procurement of

ammunition, $40,000,000.

(5) To Defense-wide procurement accounts for special operations

forces, $6,000,000.

TITLE XXII-NAVY

Section 2201 (Authorized Navy Construction And Land Acquisition

Projects):  SecNav may acquire real property and carry out military construction projects for the installations and locations inside the United States, and in the amounts, set

forth in the following table:

Section 2202 (Family Housing):  Using amounts appropriated, SecNav may construct or acquire family housing units (including land acquisition and supporting facilities) at the installations, for the purposes, and in the amounts set forth in the following table:

SecNav may also carry out architectural and engineering services and construction design activities with respect to the construction or improvement of military family housing units in an amount not to exceed $11,281,000.

Section 2203 (Improvements To Military Family Housing Units):  Authorizes SecNav to improve existing military family housing units in an amount not to exceed $139,468,000.

TITLE XXIV-DEFENSE AGENCIES

Section 2401 (Authorized Defense Agencies Construction And Land Acquisition Projects):  Using amounts appropriated, SecDef may acquire real property and carry out military construction projects for the installations and locations inside the United States in the amounts set forth in the following table:

Section 2402 (Improvements To Military Family Housing Units):  Subject to section 2825 of title 10, United States Code, and using amounts appropriated pursuant to the authorization of appropriations in section 2404(a)(8)(A) of the FY 03 NDAA, SecDef is authorized to make improvements to existing units of Defense Agencies family housing for fiscal year 2003 in an amount not to exceed $5,480,000.

TITLE XXVIII-GENERAL PROVISIONS

Subtitle A-Military Construction Program and Military Family

Housing Changes

Section 2803 (Pilot Housing Privatization Authority For Acquisition Or Construction Of Military Unaccompanied Housing):  Creates 10 USC §2881a, authorizing SecNav to carry out not more than three pilot projects to use the private sector for the acquisition or construction of military unaccompanied housing in the United States, including any territory or possession of the United States.  SecNav may assign members of the Armed Forces

without dependents to housing units acquired or constructed under

the pilot projects, and such housing units shall be considered as

quarters of the United States or a housing facility under the jurisdiction of the Secretary for purposes of section 403 of title 37.  SecDef may pay members of the Armed Forces without dependents in privatized housing higher rates of partial basic allowance for housing than the normal rates.  The partial basic allowance for housing paid for a member at a higher rate may be paid directly to the private sector source of the housing to whom the member is obligated to pay rent or other charge for residing in such housing.  

Subtitle B-Real Property and Facilities Administration

Section 2811 (Agreements To Limit Encroachments And Other Constraints On Military Training, Testing, And Operations):  Creates 10 USC §2684a, authorizing the secretaries of the military departments to enter into agreements with private entities to acquire interests in lands adjacent to military installations that would serve to limit development or preserve habitat in the vicinity of military installations in order to protect military training and operations.  Also allows the secretaries of the military departments to enter into agreements to acquire water rights. 

Section 2814 (Expanded Authority To Transfer Property At Military Installations To Be Closed To Persons Who Construct Or Provide Military Family Housing):  Amends Section 204 of the Defense Authorization Amendments and Base Closure and Realignment Act (Public Law 100-526) and section 2905 of the Defense Base Closure and Realignment Act of 1990 (Public Law 101-510), providing greater flexibility to the secretary of a military department to exchange property at a closed military installation for military family housing that is needed at other installations, even if the property to be exchanged was identified as essential to the reuse plan at the closing installation.  The secretaries of the military departments shall consult with and take into consideration the views of the local redevelopment agency prior to entering into an agreement to transfer any property at a closed military installation to a third party in exchange for the construction of military housing at another location.

Subtitle C-Land Conveyances

Section 2831 (Land Conveyance, Marine Corps Air Station, Miramar, San Diego, California):  Authorizes SecNav, on the date of enactment of this Act, to convey a parcel of real property (60 acres) at Marine Corps Air Station Miramar, San Diego, California, to ENPEX Corporation.  As consideration, this requires the corporation convey to the United States a parcel of real property in the San Diego area, and if that parcel does not contain housing suitable for use as military family housing, the corporation will construct family housing and convey such housing and underlying real estate to the Secretary of the Navy.  Also requires that the value of the housing and real estate to be acquired by the Secretary be of at least equal value to the real estate being conveyed and would restrict the use of the land conveyed by the Secretary to the generation of electric power.

Section 2835 (Land Exchange And Boundary Adjustments, Marine Corps Base, Quantico, And Prince William Forest Park, Virginia):  Directs the Secretary of the Interior and the Secretary of the Navy to adjust the boundaries of Marine Corps Base, Quantico, Virginia, and Prince William Forest Park, Virginia.  The boundary adjustment requires the Secretary of the Navy to transfer approximately 352 acres of land to the administrative jurisdiction of the Secretary of the Interior and requires the Secretary of the Interior to transfer approximately 3,398 acres of land to the administrative jurisdiction of the Secretary of the Navy.
Subtitle D-Other Matters

Section 2851 (Master Plan For Use Of Navy Annex, Arlington, Virginia):  Title XXIX of the Military Construction Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2000 (division B of Public Law 106-65) regarding the Commission on the National Military Museum is repealed.  The provision also amends section 2881 of that Act to require the Secretary of Defense to submit a master plan for the use of the Navy Annex, Arlington, Virginia, no later than 180 days after enactment of the bill.  The provision further directs that the master plan not delay the construction of the Air Force Memorial.

Section 2852 (Sale Of Excess Treated Water And Wastewater Treatment Capacity, Marine Corps Base, Camp Lejeune, North Carolina):  Permits SecNav to enter into an agreement that would allow Camp Lejeune, North Carolina, to provide treated water and wastewater treatment services to Onslow County, North Carolina, if the Secretary determines that such an agreement is in the public interest and will not interfere with current or future utility needs at Camp Lejeune.  The county would be required to reimburse SecNav for the fair market value of the services provided, and any amounts paid in cash would be credited to the base operations and maintenance accounts of Camp Lejeune.  
DIVISION C-DEPARTMENT OF ENERGY NATIONAL SECURITY AUTHORIZATIONS AND OTHER AUTHORIZATIONS

Title XXXI-Department of Energy National Security Programs

Subtitle B-Program Authorizations, Restrictions and Limitations

Section 3142 (Plans For Achieving Enhanced Readiness Posture For Resumption By The United States Of Underground Nuclear Weapons Tests):  Directs the Secretary of Energy, in consultation

with the Administrator for Nuclear Security, to prepare plans

for achieving, not later than one year after the date on which

plans are submitted, readiness postures of six months, 12 months, 18 months, and 24 months for resumption by the United States of underground nuclear weapons tests.  A readiness posture for underground nuclear weapons tests is achieved when the Department of Energy has the capability to resume such tests not later than the specified number of months after the President so directs.  The Secretary shall include with the budget justification for fiscal year 2004 a report on the plans required by this section.

Section 3143 (Requirements For Specific Request For New Or Modified Nuclear Weapons):  Directs the Secretary of Energy to specifically request funds for plans to carry out development of a new or modified nuclear weapon in the budget of the President for that fiscal year, under 31 USC §1105(a).  The term ‘‘modified nuclear weapon’’ means a nuclear weapon that contains a pit or canned subassembly, either of which is in the nuclear weapons stockpile as of the date of the enactment of this Act, and is being modified in order to meet a military requirement that is different from when the weapon was first placed in the stockpile.  The term ‘‘new nuclear weapon’’ means a nuclear weapon that contains a pit or canned subassembly, either of which is not in the nuclear weapons stockpile on the date of the enactment of this Act or in production as of that date.

Section 3161 (Sense Of Congress On Amendment Of Convention On Physical Protection Of Nuclear Materials):  It is the sense of Congress that the President should encourage amendment of the Convention on the Physical Protection of Nuclear Materials to apply to both domestic and international use and transport of nuclear materials, incorporate fundamental practices for the physical protection of these materials and address protection against sabotage involving nuclear materials.  The Convention on the Physical Protection of Nuclear Materials, With Annex, was completed at Vienna on October 26, 1979.

Section 3162 (Sense Of Congress On Program To Secure Stockpiles Of Highly Enriched Uranium And Plutonium):  It is the sense of Congress that the Secretary of Energy should, in consultation with the Secretary of State and Secretary of Defense, develop a comprehensive program of activities to encourage all countries with nuclear materials to adhere to, or to adopt standards equivalent to, the International Atomic Energy Agency standard on The Physical Protection of Nuclear Material and Nuclear Facilities, relating to the security of stockpiles of highly enriched uranium and plutonium.
