FRT Gold is relied upon because of its ability to store up to 7.48 hours of 

audio on a CD; which replaced the audiotapes.  The software also allows the court 

reporters to copy a certain portion of a proceeding and give it to the counsel so as to 

review the proceeding on their individual workstations.  If an investigating officer is in 

need of some testimony, FTR Gold allows us to instantaneously give him/her the audio 

so as to listen to it as many times as they need to.  Another important factor that is relied 

upon is when the court reporters are able to play back the necessary parts of the audio to 

fill in the missing portion of the record when the parties in a proceeding speak over one 

another or when a witness speaks faster than a court reporter can steno.  Lastly, 

there are times when things are inadvertently left out of a trial, such as assembling of the 

trial; in which case, the judge is able to listen to the audio and determine if they need to 

do a post-trial 39(a) session or if there was an error in preparing the record.
