  1.  Purpose.  To notify all levels of command within MCRC of the new (DOD) Standardized Enlistment Waiver Codes effective 1 June 1999.

2.  Background.  Recent studies by various DOD agencies have  

discovered that each service reports and codes enlistment waivers in a service unique category, vice in accordance with previously established DOD guidelines.   

3.  Information.  The working group outlined in reference (a), met to establish and standardize all services enlistment waiver reporting procedures and enlistment waiver codes.  The United States Military Enlistment Processing Command (USMEPCOM) will implement this new policy effective 1 June 99.  This requires MCRC to change how we report enlistment waivers on the DD Form 1966/1, in Marine Corps Recruiting Information Support System (MCRISS), and the utilization of new standardized enlistment waiver codes.  Currently the waiver codes outlined in appendix C of reference (b), are recorded on the DD Form 1966/1 "DEP ENLISTMENT DATA" block 17G, and "SERVICE REQUIRED CODES" block 19, sub-blocks 69 - 80 for Delayed Enlistment Program contracts.  Waivers granted while IN-DEP are recorded in the ACCESSION DATA block 18E, and SERVICE REQUIRED CODES block 19, sub-blocks 93 - 104.  Additionally the DD1966/1 is the source document used to provide information to the USMEPCOM Integrated Resource System (MIRS) which feeds Defense Manpower Data Center (DMDC) and is presently used in ARMS.  

  4.  Action.  Effective 1 Jun 99, all levels of command within MCRC will utilize the new DOD standardized enlistment waiver matrix, definitions and codes contained in enclosures (1) and (2).  The following actions are also required:

         IMPLIMENTATION

      a.  Recruiting Stations/Districts/Regions:  MCRISS Users, Operations personnel and Military Entrance Processing Station (MEPS) Liaisons will record the three highest waivers on all contracts (DEP) and accessions (SHIP) per the enclosures.  SHIP waivers are only for waivers occurring while in the DEP.  This is regardless of the prohibition, (i.e., moral, dependency, etc).  An applicant can have three moral waivers; one at the RS level, one at the District level and one at the Region level.  In all cases a waiver granted by any level, to include the forwarding of higher level waivers, must contain a waiver code annotation in the logbook, database, or authorization letter for that level of authority. 

FOR EXAMPLE: A Recruiting Station requesting a MCRC Exception to Policy moral waiver via the district and region, on an applicant for enlistment as a regular, with marijuana usage, a (juvenile) felony, and early release from probation, the RS must grant a FBE waiver for the marijuana, the district will forward to the region, the region will grant a DEC for the felony, and MCRC will grant a DEB waiver for the Exception to Policy moral waiver.  When the waiver is returned from MCRC, (Enclosure 3), the authorization letter will reflect the three waivers granted, highest to lowest, i.e. DEB/DEC/FBE. 

The highest waiver code will be entered on the DD1996/1 "DEP Enlistment Data", Block 17G DFC, and the second and third waiver codes BBD/FBE, will be recorded in "Service Required Codes" Block 19 sub blocks 129 – 134. (Note: This is a change to current policy).  Waivers occurring IN-DEP are recorded as Accession Data (ship) waivers in the same highest to lowest fashion.  The highest waiver will be recorded on the DD1966/1 "Accession Data", Block 18E, and additional waivers in Service Required Codes Block 19, sub blocks 135 – 140. (Note: This is a change of policy).  If no waivers are granted, or if waiver blocks are not required, YYY will be entered in each block.  Waiver codes are not transferred from DEP Enlistment Data to Accession Data blocks when shipping to recruit training.  ONLY WAIVERS OCCURRING IN DEP are annotated in the Accession Data block.

       b.  MCRISS Users, Operations Personnel:  At the Recruiting Station level, the source document for input of waiver codes on enlistment screens in MCRISS will be the DD1966/1.  The three highest waivers will be annotated regardless of prohibition.  Waiver codes will be annotated by the MEPS Liaisons on the DD1966/1 in accordance with paragraph 4.a. above.  Local accession record sheets or worksheets currently being utilized by MEPS Liaisons to provide input for enlistment data to the Recruiting Station Operations section are accepted as alternate source documents.
